Each should be considered separately and may pass or fail separately. Each motion will 

follow this same process until all are heard. Additional motions may also be proposed by 
General Council members.

There is a motion to adopt a change to the constitution. Note: if there is a motion but not a 
second, the motion will fail for the lack of a second 

If the motion passes, the 
original motion is 

officially changed and 
the new motion is up for 

discussion 

 

  The proposed change  
is NOT included in the 
final draft of changes 

sent to the Department 
of Interior 

 

   If after the ballots are counted, the majority of members vote to 
reject the changes, then the Constitution will remain the same.  

 

If the motion fails 

The Department of Interior will take all motions that pass and begin the process 
of a “Secretarial Election.” The “Secretarial Election” means that a ballot will be 

mailed to all tribal members to vote to either approve all changes to the 
constitution, or reject all changes to the constitution
